1. Keep it Simple. PowerPoint uses slides with a horizontal or “Landscape” orientation. ...
2. Limit bullet points & text. ...
3. Limit transitions & builds (animation) ...
4. Use high-quality graphics. ...
5. Have a visual theme, but avoid using PowerPoint templates. ...
6. Use appropriate charts. ...
7. Use color well. ...
8. Choose your fonts well.
9. Use video or audio.
10. Spend time in the slide sorter.
